Confessions: The penitent is asked to stand for confession and a Steward will sanitize the handles etc after each
penitent leaves. The Weekly Offertory Collection will not be taken in the normal way but please leave your
collection in the baskets either at the right side of the altar rails or at the side door as you leave church.
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
